¢ A Deaf Alerter system is installed, or staff and students who may have been issued a
pager as part of their PEEP process.

¢ On hearing or seeing the fire alarm sounding make your way to the nearest
available safe exit route and leave the building without delay.

¢ Swipe access doors on escape routes will automatically release on the activation of
the fire alarm.

e Agreen break glass call point is located next to the swipe access door. Should the
door not release press the middle of the green break glass call point and the door
will release.

e The refuges provide protection from fire and smoke for at least 30 minutes and can be
found on the exit routes in the fire exit staircase.

¢  Follow the instructions on the information poster in the refuge to summon assistance via
the red Commend communications intercom.

e Press the button on the evacuation intercom in order to let Security know that you are in
the refuge and may need assistance.
